Lois and Ken RobisonÕs son, Larry, was 
executed in Texas in 2000 after being 
convicted of the murders of five people.  
Larry had previously been diagnosed 
with paranoid schizo phrenia. 
 
Lois and Ken are participants in 
MVFHRÕs ÒPrevention, Not ExecutionÓ 
project and have spoken out about the 
death penalty and mental illness in 
numerous venues, from the Texas 
legislature to s chools and churches all 
over the U.S.. They have also t raveled 
with Amnesty International and spoken 
to several audiences throughout Europe.  
 
ÒWe had tried for years to get treat -
ment for Larry, but he was routinely 
discharged from hospitals after a short 
time because he was Ònot violentÓ and 
the Òneeded the b ed.Ó  When Larry 
eventually committed violence, were 
horrified, and terribly distressed for the 
victims and their families. We thought 
Larry would finally be committed to a 
mental institution, probably for life.  We 
were wrong.   Despite his medical history,  
he was found sane, guilty and 
sentenced to death.  How can a modern, 
civilized society choose to exterminate 
its mentally ill citizens rather than treat 
them?Ó
